Classroom Rules

We are using the acronym S.O.A.R. as our Positive Discipline Plan this year.


S- Stay on Task


O- Offer your Best

A- Act Responsibly 

R- Respect does the Rest 

This is a general guideline.  More specific rules are explained on your weekly SOAR report.
Recess Rules 

S- Follow teacher directions; avoid harmful physical contact; line up quickly


O- Take turns; welcome others to play

A- Take care of playground area; report problems to adults; play safe; stay in your area; return playground equipment; don’t run in the mulched areas

R- Exit and enter building with zero voice level; keep hands and feet to self; play     

     fair. 
Rewards for You 

Words of praise and an opportunity to earn up to 3 reward points each day. (If the student is absent - no points are earned for that day.)
Treat Basket (students with 15 reward points in one week) or a “bank it” ticket for larger prizes.  It takes 4 “bank it” tickets to shop for larger prizes (60 points)

Accumulated points = rewards throughout the year.  

If You Choose to Break a Rule

Generally, you will receive a verbal warning.  If inappropriate behavior continues you will receive a tally on you SOAR report.  If the behavior continues after parent notification an office referral may be necessary.  Serious or severe behaviors will result in immediate office referral.
